A lmost all earthquakes happen at 
faults in Earth’s crust (see pages 6–7), 
where tectonic plates push or grind 
against each other. This is not a smooth 
movement. The plate edges rub against 
each other, causing a buildup of tension. 

Finally, when the pressure becomes too great, the 
plates suddenly lurch into a new position. This 
abrupt movement sends vibrations through the 
ground, which we experience as an earthquake. 
The ground then settles, but over the years the 
tension builds up again, leading to another quake.

Focus and Epicenter

Can You Believe It?
Before a big earthquake, there 
may be foreshocks—smaller 
tremors as the ground begins 
to shift. Tremors may also 
be felt after an earthquake 
as the plates settle into their 
new position. These are called 
aftershocks.

Animals tend to be more 
sensitive than humans 
to ground tremors. In 
1975, the Chinese city of 
Haicheng was evacuated 
because the animals were 
acting strangely. Cows 
and horses were restless. 
Chickens refused to 
enter their coops. Several 
hours later, the city was 
destroyed by a massive 
earthquake. 

In 1906 a massive earthquake 
shook San Francisco, 
California, overturning stoves 
and gas lamps and causing 
fires to engulf the city. The city 
burned for three days, and at 
least 3,000 people were killed.

How Earthquakes Happen

The first body waves  
(called primary waves) 
travel outward from the 
focus at over 15,000 miles 
per hour (24,000 kph). 
A second set of waves 
(secondary waves) follows 
after at a slower rate.

Foreshocks and 
Aftershocks

The place where the rocks first 
shatter and an earthquake 
begins is called the focus, and 
it’s usually deep underground. 

The point directly above this 
on Earth’s surface, where the 
damage is often the greatest, is 
the epicenter.

Seismic Waves
Earthquakes release tremors called seismic waves. Some are body 
waves, traveling through Earth. Others are surface waves. The two kinds of surface waves are Love waves and Rayleigh waves.

F rom time to time, the weather conditions 
in some places are perfect for producing 
record-breaking extremes. Temperatures 
might climb higher or fall lower than 
anywhere else on Earth. Rainfall might 
be heavier somewhere on one day than 

it has been since records began in the nineteenth 
century. Weather records since this time show 
that the world is gradually warming. This change 
will not only produce higher temperatures, but 
also longer droughts, stronger winds, and more 
violent storms—so today’s records are very likely 
to be broken in the future.

Can You Believe It?

With annual rainfall of 39 
feet (11.9 m), Mawsynram in 
northeast India is the wettest 
place on Earth. Most of the 
rain falls in only four months, 

between June and September. 
It’s so wet that local farmers 
wear turtle-shaped rain 
shields made of bamboo  
and grass.

Furnace Creek in Death Valley, 
California, holds the record for 
the hottest place on Earth. On 
July 10, 1913, the air temperature 
there reached 134ºF (56.7ºC). 
The ground can be even hotter. 
On July 15, 1972, a ground 
temperature of 201ºF (93.9ºC) 
was recorded at Furnace Creek.

In 1983, a bone-chilling 
record low temperature 
of -128.6ºF (-89.2ºC) was 
recorded at a scientific 
research base in Antarctica 
called Vostok Station. 
The coldest place on

The world wind speed 
record is 253 miles per 
hour (407 kph). It was 
set by a gust of wind 
during Tropical Cyclone 
Olivia at Barrow Island, 
Australia, in 1996.

Record Breakers

For his work as a civil rights activist, 
Martin Luther King was awarded 
the Nobel Peace Prize in 1964. 

D
R. MARTIN LUTHER KING JR. WAS BORN ON 

January 15, 1929, in Atlanta, Georgia, and 

grew up to become a scholar and a man of 

deep faith. In 1953, King married Coretta 

Scott, who later became a major civil rights leader in 

her own right. The next year, he became the pastor 

of a Baptist church in Montgomery, Alabama. Just 

after his first child was born, he was called on to 

help organize the Montgomery bus boycott. After 

that, the entire nation saw him as a leader of the 

civil rights movement.

In 1957, King helped found the Southern 

Christian Leadership Conference (SCLC), a major 

civil rights group, and became its first president. 

He studied the philosophy of nonviolent civil 

disobedience and led major civil rights campaigns 

across the country. As his work continued, he spoke 

about economic discrimination as well. King called 

for “reconstruction of the entire society, a revolution 

of values.” 

When King was assassinated on April 4, 1968, 

in Memphis, Tennessee, the world lost a towering 

symbol of moral and social progress. 

In 1983, Congress passed legislation declaring 
a national holiday in King’s honor. Each 
January on King’s birthday, it is customary to 
perform acts of service that promote his 
commitment to social change.
