AssoteAgue IslAnd, vIrgInIA And mArylAnd

These ponies are the wild descendants of horses 
brought to the island in the 17th century. Once  

a year, they are rounded up and swim 
across the sea to Chincoteague Island, 
where the foals are auctioned off.

skyros
skyros, greece

Native to Greece, this rare breed is only found in 
the wild on Skyros in the Aegean Sea, and is a 
protected species. A pony with ancient origins, it 
is very like the horses depicted on the Parthenon 
temple in Athens, that dates from 438 bce.

Batak
centrAl sumAtrA, IndonesIA

Bred by the local people with whom 
it shares its name, this slender 
pony is hardy and tough, and has a 
fast pace. It has long been a central 
part of everyday life on the island.

padang
sumAtrA, IndonesIA

The Dutch East India Company bred the Padang 
from the local pony, the Preanger, by importing 
ponies from Batak. Later cross-breeding with 
thoroughbreds has produced a strong pony that 
hardly sweats when working in the hottest weather. 

Java
jAvA, IndonesIA

During the 17th century, the Dutch 
East India Company established a 
trading post for spices on the island 
of Java. They introduced horses 
from the mainland and bred them 
with native horses to produce the  
Java pony to transport goods. 

eriskay
western Isles, scotlAnd

A unique breed, with ancient Celtic and 
Norse connections, this pony was almost 
extinct, with only 20 animals left in the 
1970s. Numbers have risen now to 300 
worldwide. Originally they were used to 
ride, and carry home peat and seaweed.

sturdy build
Chincoteagues have long tails and manes, which 
together with their thick coats, protect them 
from all weathers. Their bodies are strong and 
muscular, and they have sound legs with dense 
bone and slight feathering on the fetlocks. 

crofter’s pony
The Eriskay’s dense, waterproof coat protects it from the wet  
and windy conditions. The pony is immensely strong and has 
adapted to survive on very poor grazing land, often supplementing 
the diet with salty seaweed. It is an excellent riding pony.

tourist 
attraction
Padangs have 
small heads, short, 
muscular necks, 
and a strong back. 
They are also even-tempered and have good endurance, which  
makes them useful for many different tasks. Today, the ponies 
are a common sight on the island, pulling colorful taxi carts. 

small breed
This tiny pony  

is friendly and 
even-tempered. Its 

short legs support a 
sturdy, well-built frame. 

The ancestor of this pony 
may have pulled Alexander 

the Great’s chariot.

All-rounder
The Batak has a long back with sloping 
quarters, and a high-set tail. Its strength 
and agility makes it perfect as a riding 
and cart pony, while its fast pace  
means it is popular for racing. 

endurance and stamina
The Java is larger and stronger than 
other Indonesian breeds. It has 
muscular legs, a long back, and a 
high-set tail that probably comes 
from its Arabian ancestors. It has 
developed a high resistance to heat, 
and has great stamina. 

Strong joints
Legs are slender 
but the joints  
are strong.

Bloated look
The ponies drink 
masses of fresh 
water because  
of their salty diet.

Island life
There are two herds on Assoteague 
Island that gather together in 
smaller groups called “bands.” 
These bands can often be seen  
on the beaches around the island.
