Example: Once upon a time, there was a hairy sasquatch on his
way down the mountain when he spied a cute little cottage by
the lake. Fortunately, it was a friendly sasquatch. Unfortunately,
it was a very hungry sasquatch! Fortunately ... (The person

who ends the story gets the last s’'more!)
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
