A note from Alan Gratz:

When students and teachers asked me if I was going to write something about climate change, my first thought was, “Sure. I want 
to. Climate change is big and scary and important. But I write thrillers. How do I tell an exciting story about something that’s been 
creeping up on us in slow motion for more than two hundred years?”

The message was clear: Climate change wasn’t some vague thing that was going to happen in some nebulous future. It was here, 
now, and I needed to show how young people are already suffering from its effects.

I do that in Two Degrees, which tells the story of four kids in different parts of North America all dealing with climate change 
disasters at the same time. In the Sierra Nevada Mountains of California, a girl named Akira struggles to survive a massive wildfire. 
In Churchill, Manitoba, two boys named Owen and George flee starving polar bears stranded on land by melting sea ice. In Miami, 
Florida, a girl named Natalie fights to keep her head above water as her city drowns in a hurricane. And though these young 
people are unrelated, they share an unseen bond they will only discover in the end.

I hope that Two Degrees is a book that young readers can’t put down, and, like Refugee, one that helps them make sense of a big and 
unwieldy topic. I hope too that it shows readers a way forward, and encourages them to speak up for a better world and to work for 
change. Because we’re already in trouble, and it’s only going to be worse if one day these kids turn 50, as I do this year, and they too 
look back and say, “We’ve been talking about climate change since I was a kid, and we still haven’t done enough to fix it.”
